Overseas mission initiatives at CLF started with a trip to 
Zimbabwe in 1998 

• A team of seven adults including 
our senior minister, Joseph Boadu 
went to Zimbabwe to support 
New Life Covenant Church (led by 
Bishop Tudor Bismark) 

 

• Team visited rural areas, 
supported local church initiatives 
and ministered the Word of God

Example of one of the practical needs of church leaders 
we are partnering with 

• Five needed 

• Each bike costs 
£1,000 per bike 

India  



Summary of the financial needs (1/2) 

• £5,000 towards the sponsorship 
our flagship Church in Swedru to 
complete their building  

• £2,050/yr (for two years) to 
sponsor a new church plant in 
Osino 

• £4,060/yr (for two years) to 
sponsor a new church plant in 
Koforidua 

 

Ghana 

• £1,000 per bike for five 
motorbikes for five Church 
leaders 

• £800 per temporary structures for 
four sites. Each will last for three 
to four years 

India 

• £15,610/year (for two 
years) to sponsor new 
Church plant in rural areas 

Kenya 



Summary of the financial needs (2/2) 

•  £15,000 towards the initial start-
up costs of a new Church plant. 
This cost includes pastor’s airfare, 
accommodation, living expenses, 
purchase of land, and temporary 
structure for Church. This project 
begins early 2019. 

Liberia 

•  £39,400 towards child 
sponsorship, a mission house and 
Conference costs (2yrs budget)
